
Annotations and 
Bookmarks



• Capture a series of page views with a title, description and 

markers that can be simply reloaded

• Save annotations to a file for retrieving in a later session of 

D3PLOT

• Display annotations in a playback mode for simple 

presentation to colleagues

• Annotations saved with one set of models can be reloaded 

with a different set of models allowing annotation ‘templates’ to 

be created

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Annotation examples
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Creating annotations

Open the Annotations 
Menu from the Tools 
Menu 

Select the Edit tab

In the panel enter a 
title, a description and 
select entities to 
attach markers to
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Creating annotations

Press Capture to store the 
page view and annotation 
information ready for reloading
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Creating annotations

Annotation is saved to the 
list and a new annotation 
row is created ready for 
creating another annotation
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Selecting annotations

Marker for selected 
annotation is 

highlighted

Annotation information for 
selected annotation is 

shown but page view is not 
yet updated

Select annotations from 
list of currently defined 

annotations
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Reloading annotation

Reload the page view for 
the selected annotation 

by pressing Reload view. 
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Changing the annotation list view

Change the annotation 
list view from text only to 

different thumbnail 
views using the icons 

above the list
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Editing annotations

Now the page shows the 
reloaded annotation view. You 
can modify the view and then 

update the annotation with the 
current page view by pressing 

Update view

Change the order of the annotations 
by pressing Reorder. Delete the 
selected annotation or delete all 
annotations with the Delete and 

Delete all buttons
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Reordering annotations

Move the selected annotation in 
the list by using the move to top, 

move to bottom, move up and 
move down buttons in the 

reordering panel. When finished 
press Dismiss
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Annotations playback

The Playback tab presents a simplified 
view of the annotations allowing you to 
step through them or jump to a specific 

annotation using the dropdown list. 
Annotations are automatically 

reloaded when selected

Adjust the title and description text size 
using the slider to facilitate easy 

reading over screenshare. Save your 
preferred text size to your preferences 

using the save file icon
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Saving and retrieving annotations

Annotations can be saved 
using the Save to file button 

and loaded from file by 
pressing the Retrieve from file 

button

When retrieving annotations from file you 
will be prompted to select which models 
will be used. The annotations file saves 

the filenames used to create the 
annotations – these can be used if 

present or you can select models from 
the current session or browse for different 

models
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Bookmarks is a quick, easy way of using the Annotations 

feature to save and reload page views as you review your 

analyses:

• Quick

• Single click to capture

• Single click to reload

• Easy

• Thumbnails make navigation of your bookmarks simple 

and intuitive

• Save and retrieve from file with thumbnails preserved

Bookmarks overview
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Capture and reload bookmark

A Bookmarks tool has been 
added to the Annotations panel 

and the Tools menu

The page view can be captured 
with a single click of Capture

Bookmarks are displayed as 
thumbnails for easy navigation

A bookmark can be reloaded with 
a single click on the thumbnail
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Using the bookmarks icon on the top menu bar

The new Bookmarks icon on top 
menu bar captures the current 
page to your bookmarks list at 

any time
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Using bookmarks to create annotations

Thumbnails have also been added throughout the 
Annotations panel in the Edit tab, Playback tab and 

Reorder menu

Different views of the Annotations list, including the 
simple list view introduced in D3PLOT 20.0, can be 

selected using icons

Bookmarks use the same list as Annotations, so when 
you capture a bookmark it can also be viewed in the 
Edit tab where annotation information (markers, title, 
description) can be added
